Yup, itôs only February, but somehow it might feel  
like we have been attacked by several days, weeks,  
even months at a time, even though I do understand  
that this is an impossibility. The atmosphere in our nation is tense 
for health reasons as well as for some political uncertainty. I have 
stopped watching the news early in the morning or late at night – 
and I must say my sleeping pattern has improved. 
Almost smack in the middle of this month we will celebrate Ash 
Wednesday – and yes, we will provide a service for the imposition 
of the ashes on February 17, 2021 at 12:15 pm and 6:00 pm in our 
sanctuary. We are still working out the details, but we will find a 
solution making the ashes available while properly honoring social 
distancing guidelines. If you want to know more, please join us at 
either one of these two services. New challenges allow us to be-
come more creative, adapt, and overcome. 
While our environment seems to change over and over there is a 
constant for us preachers, the Revised Common Lectionary. It is  
an ecumenical reading and preaching plan that covers many of the 
most important passages of Scripture over a three-year period.  
Every Sunday and Christian holiday has some Old and New  
Testament readings assigned to it. Usually, they change from year 
to year, but not for this monthôs holiday of Ash Wednesday. Every 
year we are invited to allow the same four Scripture passages to 
speak into our lives and guide us. 
Ý Joel 2:1-2 and 12-17 
Ý Psalm 51:1-17 
Ý 2 Corinthians 5:20-6:10 
Ý Matthew 6:1-6 and 16-21. 
I am mentioning all four passages so you can get out your Bible 
and spend some time in the Word of God. 
Joel 2 is a fascinating chapter. The name Joel means ñYHWH is 
GODò. It is in the second chapter that we are led from the threat  
of judgment and total destruction through repentance to the out-
pouring of the Holy Spirit on the servants of GOD Almighty. 
ñBlow the trumpet in Zion and sound the alarm in My holy moun-
tain!ò says GOD as HE is doing everything possible to get HIS 
peopleôs attention. It is time to wake up and realize that we are in 
need of a reset to humble godliness. 
Sounding the alarm was not a quiet exercise. When the trumpet 
was blown everybody knew it was time to gather and get busy. 
Several decades ago, communities all over the USA would use 
church bells first and sirens later to call people together. Putting out 
a fire, defending their settlement against an attack, or knowing that 
they had to find shelter from an oncoming tornado – yes, we

I am convinced we need to 
acknowledge that we are not 
able to defeat this invisible foe 
– covid – in our own strength. 
Instead humbly coming before 
GOD we can acknowledge 
that we ignored His guidance, 
repent, and trust in HIS mercy 
and grace, living all our lives 
to HIS glory. 
As we are entering into the
